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Sixth Form Uniform Policy (Year 12 & 13)

Sixth Form students are expected to support Dubai British School by wearing “approved business attire” smartly and in the
spirit of the business environment. Sixth Formers are role models for younger pupils and the way they dress is very
important to the whole school. Expectations are based around the type of clothes and appearance that would be accepted in
the workplace.

Compulsory Items

Trousers, Skirts, Dresses, Jumpers and Blazers: either plain /one colour, with understated, traditional pattern. (no logo jumpers or
hoodies)

Shirts or Polo Shirts: Not tight fitting, or low rise

e Shirts or Polo shirts short or long-sleeved ¢ Smart formal blouse or collared shirt, short or
e Smart full-length trousers long-sleeved but not sleeveless, with a fairly high neckline

Jewellery, Piercings, Make-up and Hairstyles
e 2 pairs of stud earrings — two per ear max
e 1 plain bracelet, 1 plain necklace, 1 ring, 1 watch
e Clear nose or cartilage piercing
e Make-up should be subtle and natural, and nail varnish may be worn but colours must be subtle and natural*
e Hair should be neat and tidy at all times, and hair colour should be on the natural colour spectrum*
